Worse; 6,300 Alded to Hscape by J.D.C.
Since America Entered War

New York, June 26 ~ The 13th boat to arrive since Pearl Harbor whose sailing
wae arranged by the Joint Distribution Committee to evacuate refugees from Europe
and Africa to the Western Hemisphere docked in New York harbor yesterday. She was
the Portuguese vessel SS Serpa Pinto, with 677 passengers on board. The Serpa Pintn
‘was en route three weeks, having left Lisbon on June 5. She made a special etopover
at Casablanca, in French Morocco, to pick up the bulk of the passengers, The ar-
rival of the Serpa Pinto brought to 5,200 the number of persons whom the J.D.C. has

. al¢zd to escape from the 0l4 World since America's entry into the war,

Among the passengers on board were Captain Pierre Dreyfus, 51, son of the late
Alfred Dreyfus, the central figure in the famous Dreyfus case which rocked France
at the end of the last century, Captain Dreyfus, who came to live in this country,
was accompanied by his wife and four children,

The Serpa Pinto brought to liberty 50 boys and girls, many of them less than
6 years old, who came under the auspices of the United States Committee for the
Care of European Children. BSome of the children had been in intermment camps, At
first they shrank from strangers who addtessod them, but when they realized they
were among friends they became cheerful and readily answered questions,

The youngest passenger on board was a boy 18 months old, traveling alone with
his nurse, The oldest passenger was & refugee 84 years old,

Passengers said that conditions in Europe, partioularly with regard to the
availability of food and other necessary commodities, were becoming increasingly
worse. The eyes of all Europe, they said, were upon Americs as the only source
from which thelr ealvation might come.

The salling of the Serpa Pinto wae arranged by the Joint Distributinon Committee
which bought up all the passenger space on her. The necessary transportstion funds
were advanced under United States Treasury Department licenses to the J.D.C.!'s
American representative in Lisbon. The space was then allotted to refugees who
either paid for their own passage or arranged to have relatives in the United
States pay it for them.

By keeping transportation facilitiee available, the J.D.C. makes possible sailings
from EBurope at specific dates and thus prevents refugees from decoming stranded
should their visas expire. Another Portuguese boat whose sailing the J.D.C. ar-

ranged is scheduled to arrive within a few days. She is carrying some 250 re-
fugees, having debarked another 150 in Mexieco,
